Roll Call & Quorum
The Roll Call was done by the MC, Mr. Alain Jean Pierre. 29 of the 35 Members were present, therefore, quorum was established. 

Welcome

Mr. Alberto Juantorena, President of the Cuban Athletics Federation welcomed all to Cuba and expressed his hope that all enjoyed the competition.

Mr. Víctor López recognised the presence of Mr. Michael Tovar, from Mondo, who have been a CACAC  sponsor since 1998, and the representatives of the Central American Athletics Family and members of the Hall of Fame:  the Cubans, Alberto Juantorena and Jesús Molina, Pauline Davis-Thompson from Bahamas, Rey O’Neil from Tortola and  Hasely Crawford from Trinidad and Tobago.

Minutes of the CACAC Congress in Cali, Colombia 2008
Minutes of the meeting of the CACAC General Assembly held in Cali, Colombia, 2008 were distributed in the packages prepared for each delegate.

Confirmation

The Minutes were confirmed following a motion moved by Bahamas, seconded by Aruba and approved by the delegates.

CACAC Executive Report
Mr. Víctor López, CACAC President, presented the Executive Report to the Congress. 

St. Lucia was awarded a plaque from the CACAC Board of Directors for this country’s hosting a very successful Carifta Games earlier in 2009. It was received by Mr. Alfred Emmanuel.  The Bahamas also hosted a successful edition of the CAC Age Group Championships earlier in the year and the President of the Bahamian Athletics Federation was presented with a plaque by Mr. López on behalf of the CACAC.  There was record participation in the Bahamas with 125 athletes representing 19 countries..  The Cuban Federation was also presented with a CACAC plaque for its hosting of the CAC Seniors, July 3-5, 2009.

Mr. Víctor López delivered a Report previously distributed (See Attachment), the highlights of which were:

1. The competitions held by the CACAC and those that are planned for the future.

The CAC Juniors of 2010 would be held in the Dominican Republic.

Mexico is interested in hosting the 2011 CAC Seniors and Barbados will be the   

alternate site.

2. The Grand Prix competitions in the region are getting interest in several countries and the 2009 Ponce Grand Prix was broadcasted through Direct TV reaching 21 million people all the way from the USA to Argentina. This can be explored further in an effort to build the support for the sport and there is still a need to meet to create the Competition Calendar.
3. The IAAF and NACAC have provided valuable assistance to the CACAC to facilitate its work in the area.
4. Bilingual Publications of the CACAC have been consistent.
5. The web page of the CACAC continues to provide valuable information to all members and is regularly updated.
6. In the area of development, the CACAC continues to cooperate with the IAAF-RDC in San Juan, Puerto Rico. Our president, Víctor López. Is the Chairperson of the IAAF Coaches Commission, and works well with the IOC Olympic Solidarity, the IAAF Academy and the Coaches Association of the USA.

Discussion
Mr. Alfred Emmanuel, from St. Lucia, requested a breakdown of the monies received from Mondo and Nordic. Mr. López responded that the $10,000 USD received from Mondo goes directly into the accounts of the CACAC to facilitate its administration. Of the $10,000 USD received from Nordic, half goes directly to support the NACACTFCA to cover the travel and accommodation of the Lecturers as reported in the Financial Reports presented by Mr. Wendell Prince, NACACTFCA Treasurer.  He also explained that only 16 MF’s sent coaches using the NACAC grant to the Congress in Aruba in 2008 and motivated the MF’s to take advantage of this grant in October 2009
The CACAC President Report approved following a motion moved by the Dominican Republic seconded by Puerto Rico.

Financial Report
Mrs. Evelyn Claudio presented the Financial Report which was included in the Delegates Folders.

Five Hall of Fame activities were conducted in the accounting period: January – December 2008.

Most Member Federations have met their financial obligations to the CACAC for 2009.

The contributions from Mondo and Nordic go beyond the $10,000 in cash. They also contribute materials to assist the CACAC activities.

The Financial Report was accepted by the Congress following a motion moved by Costa Rica and seconded by the Bahamas.

IAAF/NACAC Report

Mr. Neville McCook delivered a brief report to the CACAC Congress that highlighted:

1. Greetings on behalf of the IAAF President and his own behalf. He apologised for the absence of IAAF President, Mr. Lamine Diack, who had to leave before the conclusion of the event.

2. Gratitude to his colleagues as leaders of NACAC on what has been achieved so far.
3. All members of NACAC are now in good standing with the IAAF.
4. Special welcome to the representative of the Mexican Federationwho finally resolved their problems.
5. The region has the ability to perform.
6. Welcome to all new leaders of Federations within NACAC.
7. Appealed to those MFs with outstanding payments to the NACAC should seek to make good their own standing with the organisation.
8. Thanks to all who received plaques from the CACAC for their successful hosting of Championships in 2009.

2010 CAC Juniors Report

Mr. José Ludwig Rubio, President of the Dominican Republic Athletics Federation, made a brief presentation on the preparations for the CAC Juniors 2010.

· Hotel Jaragua, located in the Washington Avenue # 367 in the Malecón, would be the site for the CACAC Family. Athletes and officials would be located at Dominican Bay Hotel in Bocachica, 25 minutes away from the Stadium..

· The competition would be held at the Félix Sánchez Stadium in Santo Domingo, located in Juan Bautista Vicini & December 20th Avenue

· Transportation will be provided using 12 buses escorted by the police using a route designated to avoid traffic.

· A total of 200 Volunteers will provide services to the delegations.

· Medical Services will be available one hour before the competition and half an hour after the event led by Dr.Milton Pinedo from ODECABE. Medical insurance will be provided to all participants.
· The Marathon and ½ Marathon will be at the Washington Avenue along the Malecón.

· Accommodation would be for a period of five days, May 5-10, 2010.
Future CAC Venues
BIVAAA President, Dean Greenaway, offered the BVI to host the CAC Age Group Championships in 2011

El Salvador expressed an interest in hosting the CAC Juniors of 2012.

The Dominican Republic has expressed an interest in hosting the CAC Seniors in 2013.

Presentations

1. NAAA, Trinidad and Tobago – Pan Am Juniors 2009.

Mr Ephraim Serrette, President of the NAAA in Trinidad and Tobago, delivered a brief presentation on the preparations for the Pan Am Juniors scheduled for later in the month using the Hyatt Regency.  He reassured the MF’s that the Minister of Health had the resources to manage the 4 or 5 cases reported.
2. Colombia NOC presented 2015 Bid

The delegation from Colombia:  Mr Heber Bustamante, Director of ColDeportes Nacional. Baltazar Medina, President of the Olympic Committee, and Mrs. Ana I. Camacho, Director of the Bogotá Sports Institute,  made a presentation on the Bid of the city of Bogotá to host the 2015 Pan American Games. The presentation focused on the maturity of Colombia to host major sporting events and the commitment of the government to the venture.
Bogotá possesses all of the infrastructural requirements to host the Pan Am Games of 2015. They also invited the delegates to participate in their Grand Prix on July 24-25, 2009. 
3. Mayaguez 2010

The President of the Central American and Caribbean Sports Organisation (CACSO), Mr. Héctor Cardona, addressed the Congress on the CAC Games of 2010 in Mayaguez, inviting the Athletics Federations to take their best athletes to the Games.

Mr. Jorge Sosa, CEO of the LOC of Mayaguez 2010, made a short power point presentation to the Congress. 

The Games with a total investment of 400 million dollars, are scheduled for  July 17 to August 2, 2010. The Athletics competition would be held  July 22-27, 2010.

The stadium is under construction and would be completed by December 26, 2009. It is located about two miles from the Village
Accommodation of participants would be at the Central American Village which is currently under construction.
